The Times New Roman font is to be used. The font sizes and appearance for the styles to be used in the full paper are listed in Table 1. All styles include singly-spaced paragraphs. The title, list of authors, affiliations, headings, table captions and figure captions are centred.

Figures, tables and equations

Tables can be created using the “Table | Insert table” command. It is not recommended to split the table over two pages. The caption should be located just above the table, as in Table 1.

Figures should be centred, with the caption just below, as in Fig. 1. In case of very small figures, where text wrapping is necessary, figures can be placed either left or right. It is recommended not to check the box “Float over text” for the figure position.

Equations should be centred and numbered flush left. Each equation should be embedded in a sentence. By way of example, Ampere’s law written in terms of the magnetic vector potential 
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is the reluctivity and 
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 the current density. All symbols used in an equation should be defined either before or right after the equation, as is the case for Eqn. 1.

Figure 1 shows the simplified equivalent circuit of a double-cage induction machine. Please take care of the image quality of your figures.

When the book or paper is not in English, give the English translation of the title and specify the language in parentheses at the end.
